Entries made with chalk, collage or items stuck with glue cannot be accepted 

due to limitations with the copier machine, and costs of printing and 

reproduction. 

 

Criteria 

Designs must be the pupil’s own work. 

Only original designs accepted – no photocopies. 

One design per pupil.

Print out the form for the pupils to create their design. The design must fit within 

the template, and remember to complete the name, age, category and 

school name at the top of the page.

Judging 

The Mayor will view all entries, and select a winner from each category. The 

Mayor’s decision is final. 

Winning entries will be printed as the Mayor’s official Christmas Cards. They will 

be available for sale in aid of the Mayor’s charities. 

Runner up entries will be selected from each category and featured on the 

Town Council’s website. 

The winners and runners up will be notified through the school office. 

Written permission from a parent/guardian will be sought to confirm 

acceptance of printing the winning designs and any publicity.
