2. DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST

ClIir Chris Andrew declared a non-pecuniary interest in item 6.10 as a
resident of jasmine Park and having previously been active in getting the
facility to be open to the public. Clir Andrew took no part in this element
of the agenda discussions or the vote.

Clir Alift Harewood declared a non-pecuniary interest in item 6.9 as she
has previously been a supporter of the charity.

Ms Glasser gave a detailed presentation on the proposals for Waters
Green underpass and members took the opportunity to seek
clarification on issues associated with the risk of vandalism and
antisocial behaviour, sources of funding, the longevity of the project
and the potential for positive outcomes.
